Although,
the Government's position on ATM daily withdrawal limits is
still unknown.

This will just help the industry to take a breather and
get what we need through Parliament and into fair discussion.

4) The campaign will continue . The campaign will continue
past these developments and talks are underway to develop
positive TV commercials with the message that clubs are
serious about tackling problem gambling while not hurting
clubs.

Some of these developments sound positive but as soon as
the information is available we will know what is in store for
us. I will keep members informed in the newsletter.

The A2-1022.

Nicknamed Huey, came to the aid and provided much needed ammunition
for 108 Australians and New Zealanders of 6 RAR, who were caught in
battle against 2500 Viet Cong. Although outnumbered, the Australians
soldiers established a significant part of Australian military history
defeating the Vietnamese. Bli Bli resident and former 6RAR serviceman,
Laurie Drinkwater, was on the ground when the A2-1022 dropped the
ammunition. “We didn’t know if anyone was coming,” he said. “They knew
if we didn’t get ammunition there would have been none of us left.” Now,
45 years on, Mr Drinkwater said he owes his life to the helicopter. “If it
wasn’t for the chopper | would have been dead at 27,” he said. Mountain
Creek’s Bob Buick, who was a 25-year-old Platoon Sergeant on the night
of the battle, said he and his men had been in a life threatening situation.
However Mr Buick’s courage and determination did not falter. “We were
trained to get the job done. The artillery saved us.”

Good news—on March 16, 2012 a dedication ceremony to open the A2-
1022 memorial will take place at the Caloundra RSL, all are welcome.
